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In order to build the ancient road the natural
ground level was dug to a depth of 50 cm and
leveled. Alternating layers of clay and pebbles
were laid and compressed with the aid of constant
sprinkling with water. Along the verge of the road
large stones were placed vertically to hold the
surface in position, which was formed by flattened
stones 15 cm thick. Down the center of the road
long stones were laid slightly above the road
surface to separate the two 'carriage-ways'.

The Via Egnatia started ai Apollonia
and Dymachium in lllyia (modem
Albania), and traversed Macedonia as
far as the river Nestos, beforé passing
through Thrace and continuing on to the
Hellespont and Byzantium. It fomed an
extension of the Appian way which linked
Brindisium (modem Brindisi) with Rome
and secured access from Southemn Italy
o the Asgean, the Eastemn Mediterranean,
the Black Sea and Asia.

In Thrace the route of the ancient and
the medern Egnatia coincide 1o an
mmpressive degree. On the map are
marked, in addition to the route of the
road are the confirmed and supposed
locations of named cities and stations,
as well as other archasological sites,
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Tabwila Peutingeriane

The Tabula Peusingeriana (Peutingar
table) is a 12%century copy of an
ancent Roman map, showing the
cursus publicus, the road network
in the Roman Empire. The onginal
map - 0.34 m. high and 6.75 m, long
- of which this is a unique copy, was
tast revised in the fourth or early fifth
cenfury and cowers Europe, parts
of Asia (Persia, Incia) and Morth
Mfca. The map is named after
Conrad Peutinger, a German 15-167
cantury humanist and anfiquarian,
who inherted it in 1508 from the
humanist scholar Convad Caltes, It
is conserved at the Osiereichische
Matonalbibéothek, Holbung, Vienna,
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
